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Program Overview:
Project LIFE is a combined education and work
experience program for students with disabilities who

have completed their high school academic requirements.

This program is an individualized transition program that
prepares student interns for future independent living
and employment. Students who apply, in collaboration
with their IEP teams, have determined that they will
benefit from further educational opportunities and
training afforded through attendance in Project LIFE
beyond their high school graduation requirements.

The interns’ day consists of a combination of classroom
instruction and job experience in school or community
based work. Project LIFE 201 primarily focuses on job
training skills with a portion of the curriculum based on
independent home living skills. Project LIFE 201 is a
full day program and follows the Butler Tech calendar.
Project LIFE 201 is located in the Lakota Local School
District.

Independent Living- Cooking, money management,
self care, maintaining a home, etc.

Classroom- Employability, communication and
independent living skills.

Job Rotations- Time spent at unpaid internships to
develop basic job skills.
